Referring to the matter presented in the last issue
of the Triangle under the Pronunziamente No. 777.
we wish 1o sy that the A. M. (0. . C. han recrived
from various parte of the
wanelel I'flnlmg to the recanstiruction of Juﬁnlit‘linn' of
the Rusieencian Order decrred since the great war
eniled. Fraom these communicationa we learn that
one Rosierneinn Order (in ita Latin name or transla-
tinn=) 13 orennized in the following countriea: North
Ameriea, South Amerien and ite countries, Norway,
Sweiden, Denminrk, Great Rritnin, Rus«a, Moland. Ger-
wars. Austnia, France, Switzerland, Spain and Portu-
wil. Iralv, Persin, Arabin, Egvpt, Sicily, Malta, North
soasl s ountrien of Alriea, South Alrica, Gold Const of
Aurn, Australing New Zenland, Tasmania, South Sen
Islyndds. Japan, Chinn and India.  |n such other coun-

cthorl  communicntione
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tries as Belgium and Holland, Turkey and the Balkan
States, plans are not completed, while in Palestine the
Order ia about te announce its reorganization.

We further learn that the Jurisdiction of our Order
here has been added to and that we are also empow-
ered to act as representatives of certain English
Lodges in other countries. But more important than
this are the official papers of affiliation and fraternal
relationship sent to us from many foreign centers and
the honoring of our Imperatar ns an officinl of the
higherat Lodges of the Order in other countriea.

One other item may interest our members. A
large nnd interesting document was received during
the manth of August from a Sovereign Sanctum of
Freemasonry nhroad conferring upon our Imperator
the higheat Masonic degrees such an Honorary 33ed
and the 90th and 2% Degreea of the Ancient and
Primitive Rites of Memphis and Mizraim (under a
charter of authority issued by John Yarker, 33rd, the
eminent Masonic authority and historian and Sover-
cign Grand Maater General of England) whereby our
Imperator is given the Masonic titles of Prince of
Memphis (Egypt). Member of the Sovereign Tribunal
and Defender of the Order: nnd Sovereign Patriarchal
Grand Conaervator of the Rites, Sublime Prince of the
Magi. The Honorary 33rd Degree carries with it the
title of Knight Grand Inspector General. The docu-
ment further makes the Imperator an Honorary Mem-
ber of the Sovercign Sanctuary of Switzerland, Aus-
trin and Germany. These Masonic honors are con-
ferred under the charter and authority of Grand
Orient of ancient Caul and the Supreme Sanctuary of
Great Britain.  Also the Ordo Templi Orientia (Orien-
tal Order of the Temple, Fraternity of the Hermetic
Light), has conferred its high degrees upon our ln-
prrator with the ttle of Most Illustrious Sir Knight
and Fratre R. C., appointing our Supreme Lodge in

«fhis country as Gage of Amity for the Ordo Templi
Orientia of Europe.

Furthermore, the world council of the Rosicrucian
Order, under ita official title (transiated), “The Su-
preme High Council of the Universe,” through its
Great White Collegium (Lodge). announces its forth-

The new plan of accepting new members by having
them first initiated into the National Lodge and then
transferred to local lodges after proper test and inves-
tigation as voted upon by all lodges will be put into
operation by Janvary first in all jurisdictions.

the new plan cannot be put into affect universally, bat
the Imperator has issued a statement deciding that not
later t the end of this year—which means only a
few months more—this new method of accepting
members must be in general use.
